 The last few months have been busy, with three new assistants in the last three months, the 

children have adapted very well to all the changes. There have been many exciting events in October and 

November that we have explored in the classroom. With the start of autumn, the children brought in 

leaves to share as we discussed the different types, read books, and used the leaves for leaf rubbings in 

the art area.  U.N. Day was also a huge success. The children brought in items and food from a different 

country or chose to bring something that reminded them of a tradition in their families. Thank you to the 

parents for preparing all the different foods, the children loved trying everything at snack time.  With the 

Presidential election in November, there was a lot of discussion about the candidates, the voting process, 

and the symbols of the Democratic and Republican parties. The week before the election we explored the 

voting process, allowing the children to vote for which snack they would like, or what book to read that 

day.  The week of the election the school held a mock Presidential election and Barack Obama won by 

one vote in our classroom, and also won the school vote!
